Magic In Motion Therapeutic Riding Center

Rider Guidelines / Billing Information

1)  Cost for a riding session is $120.  Each session consists of five 30 minute classes. If two or more classes within a session are missed without notification, a rider’s appointment time may be forfeited.  There are several riders waiting for a time slot; we feel terrible when there are several “empty slots” on a Saturday.  The session fee holds a time slot for your rider; regardless if he/she is there or not, the slot needs to be paid for, as it is our only income to cover expenses.  In the event that MinM cancels a scheduled ride, the session fee is prorated. 

2)  Checks should be made payable to “Magic In Motion”, and can be mailed (along with the Rider Registration form) to Magic In Motion; 14439 275th Street; Treynor IA 51575 BEFORE the start of a session.

3)  Please plan to arrive 5-10 minutes before your scheduled riding time; this allows time for paperwork and/or finding/fitting helmet.  You can keep the schedule running smoothly by helping your child get the helmet on while waiting to ride.  Your child’s riding appointment is scheduled for 30 minutes.  You can expect him/her to be finished riding 30 minutes after the scheduled ride time; if we are running late, your child will ride the full 30 minutes, even if this extends beyond his/her appointment time. 

4)  We prefer riders to be in long pants (jeans or sweats…FYI: nylon running pants seem to be extra slick when sitting on a horse) and hard-soled shoes (required when riding with stirrups).  If your child borrows one of the riding center helmets, please help him/her put it on before mounting.

5)  Please contact Lisa Nielsen-White (487-3387) if you need to cancel a riding appointment or have questions about weather, etc.  In the event of HEAVY rains/thunder/lightening, we may need to cancel the riding; please keep in mind that this is for the safety of your rider – horses tend to get “funny” when storms approach and/or the weather changes.  Also, the barn can be VERY loud during storms.  

6)  ALL children must be supervised by parent/guardian at all times.  Children should not be in stalls or around a horse unless mounting/dismounting/grooming AND accompanied by an instructor or volunteer.

7)  Fundraising:  All successful nonprofit organizations have good fundraising support… A program such as ours cannot sustain itself long-term without the financial support from fundraising and corporate donations/sponsorships.  Any support / assistance you can provide with this will be very appreciated, and is essential to the survival of this program.
